Directions: For the corrections assignment, fix all grammatical errors, including punctuation, spelling, awkward/incorrect word choice, and all MLA issues (spacing, heading, page numbers, and citations) when you type up your essay.
Although this is not a rewrite, examine your essay for the following points and write yes/no next to each question along with any notes you wish to make for yourself:

Intro

Do you have a catchy, appropriate opening/hook?

Do you transition smoothly to your thesis statement?

Do you mention author and title (Shakespeare’s Macbeth) somewhere in your intro?

Does your thesis statement include Shakespeares’s message/theme/purpose and the three points that you will address in support of the theme?

Main body paragraphs

Are you addressing the points in the order listed in your thesis?

Does each TS introduce the point for the paragraph?

Do you have two CDs that support the point for the paragraph?

Do you have adequate lead-ins to your quotations?  (Make sure context and speaker are clear.)

Do you have at least two sentences of CM for each CD?

Does this CM explain how your CD supports your point for the paragraph?

Do you periodically link back to Shakespeare’s message (“Shakespeare demonstrates . . .”) in your CM?

Does your CS “conclude” your point and link back to Shakespeare’s purpose?

Conclusion

Do you have a connection to your opening?

Do you link back to the author’s purpose?

General issues

Stay in present tense.

Be concise: “Shakespeare illustrates . . .” vs. “Shakespeare is attempting to show . . .”

Sample TLQ with MLA citation

For example, Lady Macbeth threatens her husband’s manhood by saying, “When you durst do it, then you were a man; / And to be more than what you were, you would / Be so much more the man” (1.7.56-58).
Note the italicized portion of the sentence, which represents a nice weaving of CM into the lead-in.
