Welcome to English 10CP!  This course is designed to enhance students’ writing, literary analysis, grammar, and vocabulary skills in preparation for college.  Because I want our year together to be a successful educational experience, I have composed the following student responsibilities, course objectives, and grading policy.  Please review each section carefully.

Student Responsibilities

1.  Be on time.

All students have the right to a class free from interruptions by tardy/truant students.  When the bell rings, you are in your seat and ready to work.  The Westlake High School tardy and truant policy will be strictly observed throughout the school year.  Students who are tardy 10 times may be dropped from the class.
2.  Come to class prepared.

Bring the following items with you to class daily:


*ENGLISH NOTEBOOK/ORGANIZING BINDER OF SOME SORT


*BLUE OR BLACK PEN—Assignments will not be accepted in pencil.


*TWO COLORED PENS/PENCILS for underlining/note-taking


*TWO HIGHLIGHTERS


*TEXTBOOK OR NOVEL CURRENTLY IN USE

3.  Turn in work on time.

On that rare occasion when you are absent, you are responsible for assigned reading or work.  Check whsnovak@weebly.com.  You are expected to be prepared on the day you return to class.  If your absence is unexcused, you will not be permitted to make up any work for credit.  Make-up work will be done at the teacher's discretion either in class on the day you return, during lunch, or after school.  Please note that make-up exams and essays are different and frequently more challenging.  If you must be absent for any part of the school day that includes your English period, you are expected to stop by my room to turn in any homework that is due and to pick up any handouts and reading assignments.  All long-term assignments must be received by the teacher at the beginning of class on the due date with no exceptions.  If a student is absent on the due date, he/she must email the teacher the file for full credit.  In all other instances, the student will have one day to make up assignments for each day of an excused absence.  It is the student’s responsibility to notify me that an absence has been cleared, so I may enter make-up points.  
4.  Follow directions.

5.  Do your best work.

Students shall not misrepresent examination materials, writing, research assignments, or homework as their own when they are, in fact, the work of someone else.  If such cheating occurs, an automatic zero will replace any score, and the student will leave the class with a referral.  A second violation of this rule will result in removal from the class with a failing grade.  Remember that aiding a cheater is cheating.
Academic Honesty (Bd. Pol. 5131.9)
Definition: Academic Dishonesty is a deliberate attempt to disrupt the learning process by misrepresenting another’s work as one’s own.  Dishonesty during tests or classwork includes unauthorized communicating; copying materials or allowing another student to copy; using prohibited notes or devices; obtaining prior knowledge of test content; and/or removing or distributing all or part of any test.  Copying another person’s assignment, providing homework/classwork for another student to replicate, plagiarizing or submitting a paper or project which is not one’s own work, and submitting falsified information for grading purposes are also examples of dishonesty.
Consequences:
First Infraction

· The teacher will conference with the student and record a zero for that assignment.

· Within five school days, the teacher will notify the parent and send a referral to the appropriate administrator noting the infraction.

· The student will be placed on contract with the understanding that a second infraction in the same or any other class will result in the student’s removal from the course in which the second infraction occurred.  The contract will remain in effect for two years from the date of infraction.

Second Infraction

· The teacher will send a referral to the appropriate administrator noting the infraction.

· Within five school days, the parent will be notified, and the student will be removed from the course and placed in a Study Hall with a failing grade for the semester.
6.  Respect others.

All students have the right to attend a class which has a pleasant atmosphere based on mutual respect.  Raise your hand and be called upon before speaking out.  Do not talk while someone else is talking.  Do not denigrate fellow students or use profane language in class.

7.  Keep our classroom clean.

*build vocabulary, note-taking, reading, and study skills.

For process papers, students must submit the same paper to Turnitin.com that they turn into class.  Students who fail to turn their papers into Turnitin.com will receive a zero on the assignment.  All essays must be turned in by the due date to receive full credit, even for an excused absence.

Grading Policy
Referral, quarter, and semester letter grades will be assigned according to the traditional grading scale (97-100 is an A+, 93-96 is an A, 90-92 is an A-, 87-89 is a B+, etc.)  These letter grades will be calculated based on the following:

All assignments will be scored using points and factored into weighted averages as given above.  Please note that anything covered in class or assigned for homework can be included on quizzes and tests.  Therefore, keep all handouts, tests, quizzes, homework, papers, writing assignments, and notes in your English notebook.  Please note that the classwork category includes points accrued throughout the semester; these cannot be made up.  These points may include discussion points, group activities, etc.  Excessive tardies, coming to class unprepared, and using a cell phone during class will impact your classwork grade.  Sleeping in class will result in a loss of classwork points and a less than satisfactory citizenship grade on your report card.

Attendance Policy

Legally Excused Absences (CCR Title 5, Sec. 420) The only legally excused absences are for a) illness; b) quarantine imposed by a public health officer; c) medical, dental, optometric, or chiropractic services; c) funeral services of a member of the pupil's immediate family; d) for justifiable reasons when requested in writing and approved by the principal, e) spending time with immediate active military family members (See E.C. 46014 and 48205 (Excused Absences). The school must receive appropriate verification (e.g. written note, doctor’s note, telephone call) of an absence by the end of the third day (72 hours) after the student returns for it to be considered excused. Otherwise, the absence will be recorded as truant. All other absences require prior written permission from the principal or designee. If permission is not obtained, then the absence will be recorded as truant. Students at the high school level will be dropped from a class in which they have had 18 days of absence (regular schedule) or 9 days of absence (block schedule) regardless of the reason or grade level. Absences for vacation purposes are not excused and will be recorded as truancies.

Procedures for Absences Due to Illness (E.C. 45194) Verification of absences shall be made in accordance with any reasonable method that establishes that the pupil was actually ill. Thus, for students who have been reported as ill on more than nine (9) days or 5% of the accumulated days of school enrolled, parents may be required by the school to file a doctor’s note verifying that the student was too ill to attend school on those days reported. If the requested report is not filed by the parent, then any additional days beyond nine (9) of illness will be recorded as truancies. Once the student has been absent fourteen (14) days for illness, any further absences for illness shall be verified by a physician. If the requested physician’s report is not filed by the parent, then any additional days of illness beyond the 14 shall be recorded as truancies.

Electronics Policy
